There was
difficulty in getting them the supplies necessary, and paper and pens were some of the banned items
Israel was not allowing into Gaza, as well as their area being besieged. As you can observe, most of
the papers are torn up, and there are many pen colour changes as pens run out of ink. Some drawings
were drawn on both sides of the paper, and you can see the bleeding from the other side. As said,
these kids went to great lengths to express themselves to the world. We must honour that. We must
remember the names and stories of these children. The children in Gaza couldn't believe it when they
received the letters from Sudan; they couldn't believe that their stores made it that far. I hope you
cherish this book, as it has so much life, more emotions than can ever be understood, and more
resistance than we can ever do ourselves. Long live Palestine, long live Sudan, free and just.
